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This exhibition was the first large-scale solo
exhibition in Japan of the work of lead-
ing contemporary Korean artist unit Moon
KYUNGWON and Jeon JOONHO. Since the
two artists began working together, they
have been developing the project News from
Nowhere, which asks the question, “what are
the social functions and roles of art in the con-
temporary world?” Here a total of six works,
including two new ones, were exhibited in
the architectural space of the museum, each
standing alone yet somehow interconnected,
transforming the entire venue into a multi-
layered world of artworks. One of the new
pieces, based on research conducted during
a residency program in Kanaiwa, Kanazawa
City, depicts “a village from which everyone
has disappeared,” and through moving images
shot there, examines forgotten histories, lost
lives, and feelings of both compassion and dis-
trust toward the world. During the exhibition,
Moon and Jeon staged Mobile Agora, which
they have positioned as one of their most
important activities since a solo exhibition in
2015. Inspired by the agora (public squares) of
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ancient Greece, and building outward from the
core idea of rethinking the roles and functions
of art in society, they aim to construct plat-
forms for examination of society as a whole
through various fields including art, sociology,
science, politics, and culture.

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This exhibition was conceived jointly by Emma
LAVIGNE, CEO of the Pinault Collection,
and museum director HASEGAWA Yuko. In
addition to showcasing Yves KLEIN and his
contemporaries, the exhibition delved deeply
into the influential Japanese artists’ group
Gutai, emphasizing “Japanesque” aspects
of relationships among the human body,
material, and space. It highlighted Klein's
sensibility with regard to the body, fostered
by judo training he underwent from his youth
onward, and by adding contemporary artists
to the mix, also underscored the significance
of holding this exhibition in Japan in 2022
as we moved toward a post-pandemic and
post-internet era. The first exhibition focusing
on Klein held in Japan in approximately 37
years, it centered on more than 60 artworks
and his vision over the course of his all too
brief 34-year life, while also presenting an
overview of the innovative challenges and
arcs of other artists whose works connect to
his across time. In the museum’s distinctive
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architectural space, the exhibition was
configured for resonance between Klein’s
spirituality and the creations of other artists,
successfully presenting keen perspectives on
the current global confusion caused by a
myriad of unseen things while conveying
free and open sensibilities through a con-
temporary lens.

This exhibition was a project jointly organized
by FY 2022 Japan Cultural Expo Project
Presented and Co-presented by Japan Arts
Council and Agency for Cultural Affairs,
Government of Japan. llluminating the history
of the Maeda clan, part of the Kaga domain that
ruled the region, it aimed to be a forward-look-
ing showcase of traditional Japanese culture
in the form of kacchu (Japanese armor), with
design and spatial presentation by contem-
porary artists. Young digital-era creators
participated, conveying the allure of the
armor’s form and function to present-day
viewers. A video installation by Rhizomatiks
converted the items into digital moving im-
ages through scanning, while spatial design
was by Nile KOETTING. Also on display were
sneakers by HATRA x MAGARIMONO, which
utilized state-of-the-art engineering to make
sneakers stand in for contemporary armor,
and “armor of the near future” by MITER
Shinichi which was fabricated from sneaker
parts, presenting dialogues between armor
and cutting-edge creation. A diverse collection
of armor from the li Museum, the Ishikawa
Prefectural Museum of History, and the Osaka
Castle Museum was updated for the current

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This exhibition was the first collaboration
between the 21st Century Museum of
Contemporary Art, Kanazawa and the National
Crafts Museum. The guest curator was
KARASAWA Masahiro, Director of the National
Crafts Museum, which relocated from Tokyo
to Kanazawa and reopened in October 2020.
The theme of the exhibition was “the art and
design of hitogata (three-dimensional depic-
tions of the human form),” inspired by works
from the collections of both museums, and it
offered opportunities to reconsider crafts and
fine arts through the lens of hitogata, which
are viewed as “dolls” in the crafts field and
“sculptures” in fine arts. Diverse forms of
hitogata were exhibited in the white cube
of Gallery 6 at the 21st Century Museum of
Contemporary Art, Kanazawa. “The art and de-
sign of hitogata,” through which artisans and
artists have explored materials and techniques
since ancient times, is a theme that retains
deep significance today as a profound ex-
ploration of the rich possibilities of figurative
expression. Through works by an international
lineup of artists with widely varying styles,
this exhibition illuminated the essence of art
and design across genres and classifications.

This exhibition featured works from the mu-
seum’s collection, including those newly
acquired in fiscal 2021, and focused on the
theme of utsuwa (vessels) in contemporary
art from a range of perspectives. By exam-
ining utsuwa, so central to our lives, from
various angles, the exhibition sought to offer
opportunities to ponder their meaning and
value, while keeping in mind that the word
utsuwa has a wide range of implications. The
human body, too, is sometimes referred to as
the vessel of the soul. As the word utsuwa
encompasses a wide variety of things both
visible and invisible, from containers with spe-
cific functions, to utensils of various kinds, to
people’s capacity for tolerance and generosity,
the exhibition focused not only on vessels’
function as containers but also on diverse re-
lated concepts that do not fit into this category.
During the second term of the exhibition (from
September 13), EIl ANATSUI's work Empty
Vessel was also on view. The exhibition was
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organized so as to showcase artists who work
with materials and techniques cultivated since
ancient times, with the goal of re-examining
sustainability.

In conjunction with the 50th anniversary of
Okinawa’s reversion from the US to Japan,
this exhibition focused on the region and its
characteristically insular nature through works
by contemporary artists from Okinawa as well
as Southeast Asia and Oceania, regions that
have historically had maritime exchange with
Okinawa. Since ancient times, the sea has
been both a “wall” separating islands and a
“road” connecting them. This exhibition fea-
tured works by seven artists from the museum
collection and by three invited artists, show-
casing contemporary expressions rooted both
in the unique culture of Okinawa, Southeast
Asia, and Oceania, and in the region’s history
which must not be neglected or forgotten.

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utilizing books from the museum library, of-
fering visitors opportunities to deepen their
understanding of the works in the collection,
and to learn about history and contemplate
the future through the works.

This was a special exhibition of the work of
Matthew BARNEY, one of the world’s lead-
ing artists, who embodies the 21st century
through his endeavors to fuse physical and
virtual-data sensation through intimately relat-
ed sculpture and film practices. The exhibition
primarily focused on Drawing Restraint 9, the
ninth work in the Drawing Restraint series,
which has drawn attention with its Japanese
cultural themes such as whaling and the tea
ceremony. As a new installment in the series,
Drawing Restraint 9 had its world premiere
at Barney’s first major solo exhibition in
Japan, held at the 21st Century Museum of
Contemporary Art, Kanazawa in 2005. Shot
mainly in Japan, the film presents an inno-
vative visual interpretation of Japanese cul-
ture. The Icelandic musician Bjork composed
music for the film and the exhibition installa-
tion, and also co-starred in the film, creating
a sensation. Even 17 years after its release,
the messages contained in the work, which
addresses issues of the human body and the
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world around it, activity within the body, and
energy issues, compellingly convey the artist’s
unique worldview as it relates to the universal
theme of relationships between the human
body and the environment.

This special exhibition presented 7he ex-
ploration of the center of the sun, a work
emerging from Olafur ELIASSON’s interest in
renewable energy, for the first time since the
museum acquired it. The work consists of a
glass-covered polyhedron and a photovoltaic
unit (solar panels and a power supply system
with storage batteries). The light from the glass
polyhedron, to which are attached polarizing
filters developed by Studio Olafur Eliasson,
projected a galaxy of reflections throughout
Gallery 14 that captivated viewers and im-
mersed them in the radiant world of the work.
The movements of light evoked the relationship
between the sun, the indispensable source
of life, and the planets that orbit it, as well as
conveying Eliasson’s orientation toward the
structures and laws that underlie our world’s
existence. This installation, powered by energy
from solar panels installed in Light Courtyard
3, created an enchanting space in which
viewers engaged with new perspectives on a
sustainable society and were encouraged to
reconsider ecology and traditional historical
views of progress.

AKIINOMATA (b.1983) sheds light on relation-
ships between humans and other species, pre-
senting many artworks created in collabora-
tion with animals. This solo exhibition, Acting
Shells, was centered on her series Memory
of Currency, which the museum acquired in
fiscal 2021. This ongoing project, launched
in 2018, endeavors to create “fossils of cur-
rencies” by fusing portraits of figures that
currently embellish money around the world
with pearl oyster shells. Humans have, since
ancient times, have used shells as one of the
most important means of currency exchange.
In today’s society, with cryptocurrencies and
e-money seemingly poised to replace physi-
cal cash, this project offers opportunities to
reconsider with fresh eyes the economic and
social systems that surround us by retracing
the history of currencies and thus traversing
the past and present. By presenting works
related to shells and examining their role as
shelters (or yado, from which the Japanese
word for hermit crabs, yadokari, originates),
the exhibition was structured so that visitors
could see connections among human history,
the evolutionary history of life, and the behav-
jor (“acting”) of shells.

In this exhibition the venue was interpreted
not as “a place to show works of art” but as
“a site that induces visitors to participate,” en-
abling visitors to venture out into the city with
handy-scanners and practice “scanning the
world” themselves. Ishige and BIEN have also
created and made available scan-the-world.

Jeff KOONS (b.1955) is one of the world’s
leading artists, continuing to captivate view-
ers with works that incorporate pop culture
iconography and representations of the ev-
eryday. Perhaps his most iconic works are
those in the Celebration series, produced in
the mid-1990s. When inexpensive, lightweight
balloon animals used as party decorations are
transformed into monumental stainless steel
sculptures, the opposing concepts of vulgarity
and luxury, innocence and seductiveness, tran-
sience and permanence come together in the
works. Meanwhile, Bernaudaud is a venerable
porcelain brand founded in 1863 in Limoges,
France. Ten years ago Koons commissioned
Bernaudaud to recreate the Celebration series
in porcelain, and Bernaudaud has developed
new specialized techniques that have suc-
ceeded in faithfully reproducing them. Held in
Kanazawa, a city renowned for crafts, this ex-
hibition was a unique opportunity to showcase
the vision of the two, both of which continue
to take on new challenges and pursue per-
fection, in a major project brought to fruition
through the skills of dedicated artisans.

This exhibition, the fifth in the lab. (short for
“laboratory”) series launched in 2017, not only
made use of the museum’s Design Gallery as a
display venue, but also focused on the creative
process by opening up the space as a site for
investigative research and experimentation.
This edition showcased Routine Records, a
new project by the innovative social welfare
unit Heralbony, which explores the potential
of intersections between welfare and art. The
exhibition was composed of three parts. In
one, visitors could listen to 16 different sounds
and words derived from habitually repeated
everyday actions (routines) of people with in-
tellectual disabilities. There was also a view-
ing booth for videos of music created from
routine sounds and scenes of recording, and
a DJ booth where viewers could freely remix
sounds generated from routines. By turning
a museum gallery into a site for encounter-
ing “seeds of music” emerging from welfare
facilities and special-needs schools, this proj-
ect was intended to convey the existence of
“others” who were not physically present, and
to alter and expand the world of what can be
heard and seen.

In fiscal 2022, activities such as environment
control, preventive conservation measures for
works in the collection and on loan, stopgap
measures, and collection organization (includ-
ing information organization) were conduct-
ed in the usual manner. Continued from the
previous fiscal year, a series of new storage
containers were created for newly acquired
works; large-scale three-dimensional works,
and installations; new plans were devised to

improve the preservation environment for the
works; a sufficient amount of floor space was
set aside for storage; the works were man-
aged and handled; and efforts were made to
enhance the accessibility of surveys and other
research, and the efficiency of exhibition work
(all of these undertakings are ongoing).

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This program is aimed at turning the art mu-
seum into a classroom and strengthening
the Museum'’s ties with local schools. Artists
and junior high schools collaborate with the
Museum to create spaces where junior high
school students can produce and exhibit art-
works. Since fiscal 2011, the Museum has
annually hosted a series of five “Thinking
about Ways of Thinking” workshops for art
club students at Kanazawa junior high schools.
Based on the workshops’ results, exhibitions
and talks are also held, and records of work-
shop activities published.

In fiscal 2022, lecturers TSUBAKI Noboru
and SAKAI Yosuke held three workshops for
all students at a small-scale school, Kanazawa
Municipal Uchikawa Junior High School, using
weekday class time. Under the theme “Nar-
rative and Magic,” students tried their hand
at tie-dyeing images of spoons, an everyday
utensil. They also traveled by bus to Tsubaki’s
studio in Noto, a town in northern Noto Pen-
insula, where they created drawings taking
Tsubaki’s large-scale balloon works as a motif

and tried creating large balloon works them-
selves.

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A new talk series, launched this fiscal year,
aimed at acquiring new perspectives and at-
titudes for grappling with what is happening
in the world “now.” Inviting experts in various
fields as lecturers, the series provides oppor-
tunities to understand changes taking place
in the world and learn ways to adapt/update
systems and attitudes.

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Taking the role of co-organizer, the Museum
recruits and supports public performance pro-
jects. In fiscal 2022, four projects were selected
by performing-arts experts for implementation.

Theater company Gekidan AWAI present-
ed Corona, a contemporary interpretation of
the Noh play in which possibilities that could
not be encountered due to the COVID-19 pan-
demic appear as ghosts. DANCE PJ REVO’s
nostalgia employed hip hop-style dance in a
powerful performance expressing prayer and
encouragement for areas stricken by the Great
East Japan Earthquake.

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JICHIKU conducts experimental activities in
varied cross-disciplinary contexts through
interchange with regional communities. This
fiscal year saw the conclusion of JICHIKU ac-
tivities held since 2018 in Kanaiwa-Ono district
with a focus on an Artist in Residence Program
(AIR) and Public Programs (PP). Adopting the
theme “Connecting Activities,” JICHIKU placed
a focus on PP, and undertook a program for
preparing the district to assume management
of activities held until now.

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Public relations activities undertaken before the
pandemic are also being resumed. Publication
of the “Exhibition Program,” which had gone
unpublished since fiscal 2016, was renewed.
We worked to disseminate schedules and
descriptions of exhibitions to be held this
year. We also issued press guidance in con-
junction with the launch of the exhibitions.
Press guidance was issued jointly for “MIOON
Kyungwon and JEON Joonho: News from
Nowhere” and “Kacchu Anatomy: The aes-
thetics of design and engineering” and also

for the two exhibitions “Forms of Hitogata”
and “Special Exhibition: Olafur Eliasson.” Press
communication for Collection exhibitions has
taken the form of press lectures until now,
but this year, press guidance was issued for
“Collection Exhibition 1 Vessels” jointly with
“Special Exhibition: Matthew Barney,” and for
“Collection Exhibition 2 Sea Lane-Connecting
to the Islands” jointly with “Open Museum.”
Special websites were created for “Kacchu
Anatomy: The aesthetics of design and en-
gineering” and “The Timeless Imagination of
Yves Klein: Uncertainty and the Immateriality.”
We also actively deployed social media, in-
cluding visual communication of exhibition
views and museum scenes on Instagram. As
a result, the number of followers increased
from about 3,000 at the year’s start to some
9,000 at its end.
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The Membership program was established
to enable richer enjoyment of 21st Century
Museum of Contemporary Art, Kanazawa.

Continuing the talk series featuring Director
Yuko Hasegawa launched the previous fiscal
year, “Room for Preparing for the Future,”
we realized a guest appearance by Mirai
Moriyama postponed the previous year to

prevent the spread of COVID-19.

For the “Evening Chatting Tour,” which fea-
tures exhibition guidance by the curator,
we had guest curator Masahiro Karasawa,
Director, National Crafts Museum provide
commentary on “Forms of Hitogata.” For
“Collection Exhibition 1 Vessels,” moreover,
we held two special events under different
themes. One was a gallery talk and the other
a visit to Kanazawa Utatsuyama Kogei Kobo
to provide opportunity for understanding
the exhibition from the crafts perspective.
On both days, exhibiting artist Mayu Nakata
was invited as a guest to explain her works
in the Collection. Participants traveled in the
Museum’s Art Bus to the kobo, during which
time they could deepen their exchange.
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Prevention Measures against COVID-19

Guidelines for preventing the spread of Covid-19
were created, execution manuals prepared for each
function, and measures taken as below.

[Measures for Visitors]

- Masks and temperature checks were required for
entry to the museum. (until Sun, Mar 12)

- Alcohol sanitizing stations temperature measure-
ment devices were located at museum entrances
and exits.

- Visitor cooperation was sought for social distanc-
ing practices.

- Museum entry was refused if Covid-19 infection

was suspected.

[Measures for Holding Exhibitions and

Other Events]

- To prevent crowding inside the museum, web
tickets with a date and time designation were in-
troduced, requiring In-advance booking.

- The following measures were applied to prevent
closed, crowded spaces and close contact:

* Entry to exhibition venues and galleries was
limited. Entry to the basement of Leandro Erlich’s
Swimming Pool was limited.

* Capacity restrictions were applied for muse-
um projects such as workshops and theater
performances.

- To prevent crowding inside the museum, entry
was limited to 3 entrances (the Honda-dori, City
Hall, and underground parking lot entrances)(until
Sun, Mar 12)

switches, handrails, etc.), as well as wheelchairs,
strollers etc. were thoroughly disinfected/cleaned.
- Cleaning procedures inside the building were
reinforced.

- Acrylic boards were installed at the general recep-
tion desk for talking to visitors.

- Floor markers were installed to maintain physical
distancing for visitors purchasing tickets.

- Air conditioning and other ventilation measures
were reinforced.

- Pamphlets were placed out but not hand
distributed.

- Hand dryer use in restrooms was suspended.
